A change is coming this summer with how we collect your
garbage. Starting Monday, July 3rd, both garbage carts and
recycling bins must be placed at the curb. By working
together, we can improve safety for our haulers and the
efficiency of our services. If you have a medical condition or
physical restriction, we can approve an exemption and
collect your garbage and recycling near your home. Or, if
you would like a rolling cart to make 
curbside collection easier, we can deliver 
a free cart.
